	Overview:
The King’s English EAL Programme is designed to help non-native-English-speaking international students prepare for the IELTS examination. King’s English currently offers four levels of Full-time IELTS Preparatory Courses in the EAL Programme: Level 4.5, Level 5.0, Level 5.5 and Level 6.0. 

Curriculum:
The courses in the programme are aimed at helping students prepare for the IELTS examination. Students will have opportunities to:

· Practise and improve language skills (vocabulary and grammar)

· Practise and improve communication skills (speaking, listening, reading and writing) 
· Familiarise themselves with the format of the IELTS examination
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Practise taking mock IELTS examinations

Students will be assessed informally and formally throughout each course in the programme. Experienced teachers will provide continuous feedback for regular homework assignments and advise students on ways to improve. Two examinations will be held every course term to measure student progress: a mid-term examination and a final test at the end of the course. Students must pass the final examination to proceed to the next level. 
Note: Newly-registered students are required to attend the King’s English Introductory Programme before they begin classes in the EAL Programme.

Level 5.5 – TOEFL 525 (213 computer based with TWE4) / GCE ‘O’ B4.0 or equivalent
Level 6.0 – King’s English Certificate in English Language Level 5.5

· New Intakes: January, April, July and October; additional intakes available depending on demand

Completion: 
Students who successfully complete a course will be awarded a King’s English Certificate of English Language. Additionally, students who successfully complete the programme may elect to take the official IELTS examination (costs not included in fees) and apply for admission to an educational institution of their choice.
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
